Twelve For Dinner:  Jigsaw Assessment Tool

In this movement oriented, modified cooperative jigsaw, students use both a set of solution cards and a set of clue cards to solve a problem related to the perimeter and area of a given table.
The two students take turns retrieving clue cards one at a time from different locations around the classroom. One of the pair must always be with the solution cards which stay at the workstation of the pair. Each clue card is brought to the workstation and the two students use the clues to eliminate solution cards that do not fit the clue. Finally, after retrieving all four clues, the pair determines the solution card(s) that match all four clue cards.
The students then record their chosen solution in a math journal and explain how they know they have chosen the correct solution card(s).
Students may also complete a partner behavior assessment at the end of this problem solving experience.
